brate the 28th birthday of King Kamehameha. Shortly after the event on
March 8, 1862, the Hawagilian newspape
published the entire account along with a mele oli
(chant) detailing the prince and his uniform. To-
day at HUnaiakamal ama, |[the Daught|ers
protect and preserve the princeds| un
remains on public display.
